The Grandmaster LEROY YOUNG is Belize’s finest dub-poet, with hard, heavy rythms, 

intense melodies and a stream of political, social and introspective poetry. His poems 

are accompanied by an eclectic mix of instruments ranging from Creole, Garifuna 

and African percussion to Maya K’ekchi’ guitars.  

 

Nineteen-year-old CADENCE WEAPON of Alberta received critical acclaim for his 

debut album Breaking Kayfabe and is earning respect for his intelligent raps.
